WELSH SPLENDOURConwy Castle dominates this picturesque town, where fishing boats rest in its sheltered harbour. Built by Edward I from 1283-1289 in a strategic position on a huge rock to guard 
the Conwy estuary, the imposing castle has eight massive towers, a drawbridge and a portcullis. The town’s walls are virtually intact, with 21 horseshoe shaped towers.

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WELSH SPLENDOURWild flowers cover the slopes of this striking 349m-high hill with far-reaching coastal and inland views. The name Carningli means Mountain of Angels and it is associated with     
St Brynach, a 6th century missionary. The rocky, rugged hill was formerly a volcano which erupted around 450 million years ago and is the site of an Iron Age hillfort.

WELSH SPLENDOURThis lighthouse with a circular stone tower and three black bands was built in 1838 at the north end of the Menai Strait after the wreck of the steamer Rothsay Castle.                    
It stands on a low-lying rock amidst shingle beaches, near the rounded profile of Puffin island, once home to puffins, now the site of one of the UK’s largest cormorant colonies.

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WELSH SPLENDOURThese splendid gardens in the Tywi valley, planted 500 years ago, have been lovingly restored to reveal a set of interlinking formal gardens neglected since the 18th century.  
There is a 300-year-old yew tunnel, a unique Elizabethan cloister garden, a medieval mansion and over 20 different gardens such as the Asiatic, Sunken and Stream Gardens.

Llyn Ogwen, its 917.5m summit is famous for the twin monoliths of Siôn a Siân (Adam and Eve). Tryfan is considered a challenge to ascend as there are no easy routes to the

WELSH SPLENDOURWaun Fach (811m) is the highest mountain in the Black Mountains, a group of hills extending across the English border, and the easternmost of the four ranges of hills that form 
the Bannau Brycheiniog (Brecon Beacons) National Park. There are 360⁰ views from its peat-covered summit, which can be ascended via the majestic Dragons Back ridgeline.
